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Commissioner Braddock called the Meeting to order at 8:30 a.m. with four Commissioners present.

AGENDA: Commissioner Puckett moved to adopt the Agenda as presented.  Commissioner Simon seconded the Motion and it was unanimously approved. 

MINUTES: Commissioner Braddock moved to approve the Minutes of the December 14, 1010 Commissioners’ Meeting with a correction under Neil Wilson’s visit as follows:  “The payments are complete with Southwind”.  Commissioner Simon seconded the Motion and it was unanimously approved.
JOE HURLA – 360 ENERGY SOLUTIONS:  Mr. Hurla met with Commissioners in order to discuss the County’s energy grant.  He presented them with a new Financial Overview setting out two options.  After much discussion, Commissioner Braddock moved to proceed with the Comprehensive Hamilton County and Library Project as set out with the internet-based HVAC controls, at a total County investment of $50,050.  These funds are to be taken out of the capital outlay fund.  Commissioner Simon seconded.  The Motion was unanimously approved.
ED BAKER – RURAL FIRE CHIEF:  Mr. Baker gave the Commissioners an update on his Department, which had a total of 50 call in 2010 and 10 trainings.  Burn bans were also discussed.  

MARK BARTON – TAMARISK GOLF COURSE:  Mr. Barton discussed the following with the Commissioners:

1.) The Golf Course Board asked for that department’s remaining funds.  After discussion, Commissioner Puckett moved that the Golf Course Board be allowed a draw of $9,900 of their remaining funds.  Commissioner Braddock seconded the Motion.  It was unanimously approved.

2.) The sprinkler system had been blown out, revealing several heads and valves needing to be replaced.

DELMAR HAMMOND – ROAD SUPERVISOR:  Mr. Hammond discussed the following with the Commissioners:

1.) Presented an operation plan for the landfill, specifically the changing of the hours of operation at the landfill.
2.) Blading of the County roads was progressing well.

3.) Capping and/or rocking of Road 31 East of Hwy. 27 was discussed.

Commissioner Simon moved for a 10-minute executive session in order to discuss matters related to non-elected personnel, with the Commissioners, Mr. Hammond, and the County Attorney being present.  Commissioner Braddock seconded the Motion and it was unanimously approved.  The executive session began at 9:15.  The meeting returned to regular session at 9:25 a.m.

5-YEAR PLAN: The 5-year plan was reviewed.  
RESOLUTION 2010-11:  This Resolution was read by the Chairman.  Commissioner Braddock then moved that Resolution No. 2010-11 “A Resolution Regarding Wage Increases and the Hiring of New Employees for Hamilton County, Kansas” be approved.  Commissioner Schwerdfeger seconded the Motion and it was unanimously approved.  A copy of this Resolution is to be sent to all department heads and board members.
Commissioner Puckett moved that Resolution 2010-11 should supersede any previous wage and hiring freeze.  Commissioner Braddock seconded the Motion.  It was unanimously approved.

HEALTH BUILDING REPAIRS:  Mr. Simon was to meet with a contractor later this week.  The repairs needing to be done to the foundation of the building were discussed.
WARRANTS:  After review and discussion, Commissioner Puckett moved to approve payment of the warrants in the amount of $8,745.29.  Commissioner Simon seconded the Motion and it was unanimously approved.  

COMMISSIONER REPORT: The Clerk reported that no monthly progress report had been received from any of the Hatchers, even though a letter had been sent by Mr. Hammond asking for one.  The Noxious Weed Staff was directed to evaluate the Hatcher property and report to the Commissioners at their next meeting whether or not any progress has been accomplished toward eradication of the prairie dogs on this real estate.
As there was no more business to come before the meeting, Commissioner Simon moved for adjournment.  Commissioner Braddock seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 10:55 a.m.
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
